FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS





1.  What is the Mission of MIGSP?





The mission of the Men’s Inter-collegiate Gymnastics Support Program (MIGSP) is to help ensure  the financial viability of a competitive inter-collegiate gymnastics opportunity for male gymnasts who qualify for and desire such an opportunity.





2.  What’s the Organizational Structure of MIGSP?





MIGSP is incorporated as a non-profit corporation under Minnesota Statutes.





3.  What are the goals of the organization?





Stabilization of the financial viability of existing men’s inter-collegiate gymnastics programs


Re-establishment of men’s inter-collegiate gymnastics programs .


Establishment of new men’s inter-collegiate gymnastics programs .


Generate enough revenue to achieve the Mission.

Just $25 per month .

How much money is MIGSP planning to raise.





MIGSP is planning on creating a revenue stream capable of achieving its mission.  To do so, it will require the cooperation and commitment of the entire, expanded gymnastics network…past, present, and future…individuals, clubs (including yours), vendors, business donations and events.  Regardless, it can be done it needs to be done, and it will be done.  





7.  When should I respond.  





Now!  The truth of the matter is that we, as a gymnastics community, have waited too long already.  The men’s inter-collegiate program needs our help now and into the future.  It behooves all of us to take this seriously and immediately so we can make a difference now.  We (including you as a club owner) must all take a positive action NOW.   





Where will the money go?





Revenues are being divided into two relatively equal portions.  One portion is being directed into an endowment fund for future use.  The other is intended for more immediate needs of existing programs.  An MIGSP Advisory Board will work with the College Gymnastics Association to identify specific program needs, set priorities, and allocate funds.  A smaller (not to exceed  20% of the total budget)  is being allocated to administrative and operational expenses.
